We would like to remind all of our new parents/carers that we have home visits on offer for yourself and your child to get to know their key person a little better, if you would like to arrange a home visit please speak to your child’s key person.

Over the next week you will be approached by your child’s key person to make an appointment to look at their learning journeys and sign their summaries, this is a great opportunity to check your child’s progress and discuss any future actions which can be continued at home.
Some of you may be aware that for the past 2 years we have been undergoing a quality assurance scheme, the scheme consists of 12 sections – management, staff, care & education, environment, visits and visitors, SEN, child protection, partnership with parents/carers, health and safety, nutrition, work experience/students and babies.  There are 3 levels – level 1 is above an OFSTED satisfactory, level 2 and level 3 which is outstanding.  The nursery had to show how we meet the criteria for each section by collating various types of evidence in a portfolio for example photos, observations, talking to children and parents/carers and adding all of our documentation.  The nursery is then inspected and the inspector observes us on any evidence not shown in the portfolio.  All sections of each level have to be evidenced to get an overall grade, here are our results:
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Unfortunately due to us getting a level 1 in 2 sections we received a level 1.
